“Mama Said Knock You Out”

The US rapper LL Cool J's fame was waning at the turn of the 1990s with the advance of gangsta rap.
Yet he came back stronger than ever with a number one hit single produced by long time
companion Marley Marl in 1991. The idea for the song came after a discussion with his
grandmother who simply told him “Oh baby, just knock them out!” and knock’em out he did.
Hungarian postwar art is largely unknown and underappreciated in the west primarily because of
the Iron Curtain. Amongst the many great art movements in Eastern Europe | felt that Pécs Workshop
was a cohesive unit that was far ahead of its time. Elements of this body of work can be spotted in
the practices of contemporary visual and performance artists. It is high time for the Pécs Workshop
to be appreciated by a wider audience and gain its rightful place in art history.

The Pécs Workshop was composed of Tamas Aknai, Ferenc Ficzek, Karoly Haladsz, Karoly
Kismanyoki, Sandor Pinczehely, Lajos Szelényi and Kalman Szijart6, all members of the Studio of
Applied Arts of Pécs, led by Ferenc Lantos. The group considered the activity of the Bauhaus
movement as exemplary. They were influenced by their peers from Pécs who were members of
Bauhaus (Farkas Molnar and Alfréd Forbath), as well as Jené Gébor, Ferenc Martyn and Lajos Kassdk.
Beside printmaking, painting and photography, the group also used applied art techniques. In the
early 1970’s, the artists worked intensively with the enamel factory of Bonyhad, taking part in the
Enamel Art Symposium created in 1968, and were also active in the field of graphic design. They
developed an interest for new means of expression, especially land art, and the conceptual
approach was clearly identifiable in the practices of Sandor Pinczehelyi and Karoly Halasz. The
group was at the forefront of the renewal of constructive and avant-garde traditions of Hungarian art,
under the tutelage of Ferenc Lantos. The artists’ aim was to create a base for a new visual language
and a new visual culture.
